Slaney Rovers are in the process of developing two senior pitches with an all 

weather astroturf training area. These facilities will cost over €275,000 and will be 

a great asset to the club, the community and the local primary school. The club have 

been granted €75,000 through the National lottery funding scheme. In order to 

complete the project in the coming year we will need to raise further funding. To 

raise this funding we are currently calling to members of the community for their 

support through our "buy a square" scheme. The astroturf training area will have an 

area of 1,100 sq meters and the club intends to sell each square at €100 each. You 

can also group together four people at €25 each for a square.
