hard luck for a couple of goals, striking the post or their goal 
keeper making great saves. We also gave the ball away on 

too many occasions when we were in attacking positions and 
often paid the price against a better team. Our own scores

Padraig Byrne 1pt. Both Jack Audralenes & Nathan Young 
took part in the Community Games Finals in Carlow on      

Saturday. Jack, our goalie, winning the Gold Medal in the

Hurling: Our Senior Hurling team qualified for the Quarter Finals of this years County 
Senior Hurling Championship when they accounted for Eire Og, Greystones in their 

championship meeting at Ballinakill on Saturday evening on a score line of Kiltegan 3-16, 
Eire Og, Greystones 1-11. This was a must win game for both sides, we were a bit slow out of the 
blocks, as they scored 2 early points, before Podge O’Toole got our first point on the board. Jack 

O’Toole levelled matters with a free but it was stop and start for the first 15 minutes. They scored the 
first goal of the match after one of their players intercepted our goalie, to take the lead once again. We 
responded quickly with points from Jack O’Toole & Brandon Ryan to level the game. We got a crucial 
goal by Seanie Germaine just before half-time to lead at the break 1-10 to 1-7. The start of the second 
half was the same as the first, no score for 7 minutes, as they reduced our lead to 2 points. A Podge 

O’Toole goal after 10 minutes, put life into the team who started to play somewhat better, a point from 
Eoin Byrne, Brandon Ryan’s 65 & another point from Eoin, things started to matter and we started to 

take the game back and played some great hurling. When Seanie Germaine scored our third goal, we 
were on our way to victory, two Brandon Ryan free’s ended our scoring, Brandon, who was excellent 
on the long-range free’s & 65, triumphed the match. With Carnew hammering Glenealy in their match, 
they take top spot and end up in the Semi-Final. We have to play a Quarter Final against St. Patrick’s 
Wicklow Town next weekend. Scores came from: Brandon Ryan 0-8, Seanie Germaine 2-1, Podge 

O’Toole 1-2, Jack O’Toole + Eoin Byrne 2 points each and Liam Keogh 1 point. All roads lead to
